Note 1 – Weeks of study
Although it may take you a little while to work out, you will produce a much more useful ILP if you concentrate on the number of weeks you need to complete particular Modules than if you try to do it in months. The table below will help you work out the rate you need to study.

	Just over 1 Credit per week (1.15)

Note 2 – GCSE or equivalent exemptions
If you already have GCSEs or equivalents in English, Maths or IT at grade C or above, and wish to claim exemption from them, write ‘Exempt’ in the ‘Planned Completion Date’ and ‘Actual Date Completed’ columns and write ‘0’ in the weeks of study column. You will need to be able to supply a copy of the original certificates.

If you have both GCSE’s in Maths and English you can only be exempt from 9 Credits in total not 12 so ensure that you show this correctly in the ‘Total Credits Achieved’ column. If you have GCSE English only you can be exempt from 6 credits. If you have Maths GCSE only you can be exempt from 6 credits.

If you have GCSE’s in English or your university asks you for extra Credits in addition to the Diploma you can take English Level 3. Level 3 English can only be taken on top of the 60 Credit Diploma, it cannot be part of it. It is worth 6 Credits.
Note 5 - Examination

This can be taken in any subject apart from: Level 2 Modules, Research Methods, Communications and English Level 3.
	If you are aiming for the September intake, you must complete your Diploma by the beginning of June of that year. For the January/February intake, you must complete your Diploma by the End of October of the previous year.
